It was announced today (Tue 24 Nov 2009) at a special launch event held at The Patrick Centre,
Birmingham Hippodrome, that the second International Dance Festival Birmingham  (IDFB 2010) will
take place in the city in April-May 2010. This exciting initiative is once again being driven by producers
DanceXchange and Birmingham Hippodrome with funding from Advantage West Midlands , Arts
Council England, West Midlands , and Birmingham City Council , and sponsorship from Brewin

Dolphin .

The festival takes place from Monday 19 April to Sunday 16 May 2010 . Showcasing a huge range of
dance styles at venues across both the city and the region, highlights include: a new solo Kathak work
by acclaimed choreographer Akram Khan ; the National Ballet of Cuba featuring guest appearances by
Carlos Acosta ; Mark Morris Dance Group with the orchestra of English National Opera ; Strictly
Come Dancing — The Professionals ; Sutra, a stunning dance piece featuring 17 monks from the
original Shaolin Temple in China; and C!RCA, a thoroughly new circus show combining dance with awe
inspiring acrobatics. There will also be a host of other activities and events including free outdoor
spectaculars, a weekend for children and families, and many opportunities for people of all ages and

abilities to take part.

Announcing the Festival, David Massingham , Artistic Director of DanceXchange and Co-Artistic
Director of IDFB 2010 said: “We're delighted to be bringing back this exciting Festival for its second
year. Once again Birmingham will be showcasing some of the finest international talent across a broad
range of dance styles appealing to diverse groups of audiences and dancers from across the region.
More than 18 countries are represented in the programme — including Cuba, USA, France, India,
Morocco, China, Norway, Madeira, Italy, Belgium and Germany — reinforcing the city’s growing
reputation as a world stage. Whether it's ballet, flamenco, contemporary, ballroom, street, breakin or

jazz you're looking for, there really is something to suit all tastes!”

“More than ever dance is broadening its appeal across the generations. Whether it's essential Saturday
night family viewing, exciting projects in schools and colleges, or award winning new creative work, it's
increasingly impacting on all our lives with benefits for everyone to see.

In the spring of 2008, Festival producers DanceXcha nge and Birmingham
Hippodrome delivered the hugely successful inaugura | International Dance Festival
Birmingham (IDFB). IDFB 2008 generated almost 25,00 0 audience and participatory
experiences. It created a strong new brand and attr ~ acted media interest and critical
acclaim that raised the profile of Birmingham as an international dance destination.

The success of IDFB 2008 demonstrated real demand for a dance festival of scale and quality, and has
paved the way for far greater achievements. IDFB 2010 will be bigger and better — with broader region-
wide impact, reaching out across the West Midlands with more public performances and participatory
projects, delivering greater economic, social and cultural benefits to the city and region, and reinforcing
Birmingham'’s positive reputation as a world centre of dance, an attractive visitor destination, and a
diverse, vibrant and internationally significant cultural city, at the heart of a dynamic region.

Retaining a strong international focus, IDFB 2010 will celebrate artistic excellence, promote international
artistic exchange, and express the youthful, diverse and energetic spirit of Birmingham and the West
Midlands. It will animate the city and capture the imagination with a world-class programme that offers
outstanding dance from across the globe; specially choreographed commissions; distinctive
performances in unusual spaces; large-scale events for mass public participation; discovery and
education, through classes and workshops; and a wealth of professional development opportunities for
artists.

IDFB 2010 will bring great dance to venues and public spaces across the West Midlands, enabling
audiences to see a vast array of stimulating international work that would otherwise be out of reach, and
introducing people of all ages to healthy dance activity through exciting participatory events. Through the
exceptional range of work on offer, IDFB will connect with the region’s diverse population, inspire local
pride and attract visitors to the city. In so doing, IDFB will raise aspirations, benefit the local economy,
and enhance the cultural life of the region.

With headline collaborators, star turns, and breathtaking events throughout its four weeks, IDFB is the
region’s biggest festival, and already one of the largest dance festivals in the world. Through the
outstanding quality of its work and the partnerships that support it, IDFB is the perfect showcase for the
rich dance infrastructure of Birmingham and the West Midlands, supporting the West Midlands’ Culture
Programme for 2012, and presenting an incredible opportunity to celebrate Birmingham as a world
destination for dance.

Akram Khan Company
Gnosis

First performed at Sadler's Wells India Festival (Nov 2009),
Gnosis is a solo show inspired by the Mahabharata story of
Queen Ghandari.

Akram has always been fascinated by comic book superheroes
and their opposites, the villains, and how these comic book
characters are in some way inspired by real characters that exist
in our societies. Gnosis is about the journeys of different
characters inspired from myth.

Khan’s choreography has been developed in collaboration with the
internationally renowned Kathak masters Sri Pratap Pawar and Gauri
Sharma Tripathi, and a band of musicians including Yoshie Sunahata, a taiko
drummer from Japanese company KODO.

Companhia de Dan¢a Deborah Colker
Cruel

Cruel explores the many different forms that cruelty can take in a
relationship. Colker’s work is renowned across the world for the
incredible skill and concentration it demands of her Brazilian
dancers. Not only do they move with feather-light grace and
precision, but also with a touch of daring acrobatics and
athleticism, which leaves audiences astounded and exhilarated.

Birmingham'’s Victoria Square will be transformed into a rolling rural landscape, complete with maypoles
and grass, for this stunning colourful extravaganza bringing together four of the world’s best folk dance
companies and a group of contemporary dancers. Renowned choreographer Arthur Pita will work with
the newly formed company for a 2.5 week period to create a unique new dance fusion. We are currently
looking at companies from India (in partnership with sampad, South Asian Arts), Norway, Russia, Poland
and Ireland — performing alongside The Destroyers, an eclectic turbo-folk band from Birmingham, and
possibly flame throwers to add yet another dimension. The work will be performed 4-5 times over the
May Day weekend. As a free public event, it will target new audiences, passers-by and people who do
not usually attend theatre-based events, as well as regular dance attenders and the folk dance
community of Birmingham and the West Midlands.

In addition to the above spectacle, during their time in Birmingham each of the folk dance companies
above will travel to a number of towns and cities across the West Midlands to perform their particular
form of folk dance, and deliver impromptu workshops/masterclasses with the local community. It is
envisioned that these free performances will take place in town squares and be advertised locally in
advance to raise awareness and build an audience. Before and after the performances, the folk artists
will teach simple steps to the gathering crowd and encourage them to join in and learn the dance style.

A Weekend of Dance from North Africa and the Middle East

The Arab speaking countries of North Africa and the Middle East have a rich and varied, but largely
much to bring to a western audience. This weekend attempts to reveal the depth of work being created
in these areas, and to place it in a theoretical, political and geographical context. Whilst most of this work
will be performed in The Patrick Centre, a selection will also be performed in the Ikon Eastside and
studio spaces. Most of these works will be UK premieres. Countries are still to be confirmed, but likely to
include Syria, Lebanon, Tunisia, Morocco, and Iran.

Family Weekend

Following on from a successful Family Weekend during IDFB 2008 and The Patrick Centre programme
in 2009, IDFB 2010 will continue the model of a weekend of work aimed at children and their families.
The weekend will include Funny Bones — a piece produced in the West Midlands and performed in the
round, with work by Argentinean Enrique Cabrera and Italian Luca Silvestrini (World Premiere). Also
included will be French company Compagnie Arcosm’s Echoa, a Stomp for the younger generation,
during which an enormously charismatic group of dancers, drummers, and physical comedians seize the
stage with their electrifying brand of action percussion.

Canals Participatory Project

Four West Midlands based dance artists will travel part of the region's canal network on a barge,
stopping at a number of locations en route to perform and deliver participatory activity. At the outset, the
dance artists will work to create a newly commissioned site-specific piece to be performed on and near
the boat. The artists will then embark on a four-week journey stopping at selected locations on the canal
line towards Norbury Junction and Penkridge, performing the short work to school and community
audiences as well as delivering workshops and residencies in schools/community settings. It is
anticipated that two pairs of artists will deliver 35 full days of education work during the 4 weeks. The
commission will take place before the festival, and the boat will leave Birmingham with a small send-off
event on the first day, returning four weeks later at the end of the festival.

Put Your Foot Down!

This project will culminate in a major participatory performance in a public city centre location in
Birmingham (possibly by St Martin’s in the BullRing), getting hundreds of people dancing. Taking the
principles of line dance as its starting point (unison performance in rows), a hip-hop/street dance routine
choreographed by one of the world's biggest hip-hop dancers, will be taught to a core group of West
Midlands based artists. These artists will then teach the work across the region to a host of amateur
dancers and community participants. Participants will be from a range of dance backgrounds, and
different variations of the routine (such as Breakin, Jazz, or Street) will be taught to different groups
through new and existing classes. The core participants will be drawn from young street dance
companies in the region. The lead choreographer is likely to be acclaimed French hip-hop artist Salah.
